Gulveer bags long distance double in Asian C'ship

ULVEER Singh stole 
the thunder at the Asian 
Athletics Champion-
ship in Gumi, Korea. 
The In-

dian bagged a long 
distance double, 
w i n n i n g  t h e 
5000m clocking a 
time of 13 minutes 
24.77 seconds. 
Gulveer had ear-
lier clinched the 
10,000m. India 
have won 18 med-
als (eight gold, 
seven silver and three bronze) 
and occupy the second spot be-
hind China (26: 15 gold, eight 
silver and three bronze) at the end 
of the penultimate day on Friday.

Avinash Sable, who has been 
trying to make an impact in big 
events, ended India's long wait 
for a gold (36 years) in men's 
3000m steeplechase, capturing 
the top spot with a time of  
8:20.92.

Agasara Nandini clinched the 
women's heptathlon gold, scor-

ing 5941 points. She bettered her 
own record (5813) by 128 points. 
Nandini deserves accolade for 
winning the gruelling event, be-
sides emerging as the best all-

round women's 
athlete.

Pooja became 
the second Indian 
woman after Bob-
by Aloysius to win 
the women's high 
jump gold (1.89m). 
If  the 18-year-old 
keeps  working 
hard and improves 
constantly, Pooja 

can be a medal contender in big 
events in the future.

GUKESH OUTWITS 
NAKAMURA
Dommaraju Gukesh shared the 
fourth spot with compatriot Ar-
jun Erigaisi (both 4.5) at the end 
of  the fourth round of  Norway 
Chess in Stavanger, Norway. 
After suffering losses in the first 
two rounds, Gukesh recovered 
with a victory over world No.2 
Hikaru Nakamura. He followed 

it up by winning an Armageddon 
game against Fabiano Caruana 
in the fourth round. His classical 
game against Caruana ended in 
a draw.

Gukesh's first game as World 
champion against Magnus 
Carlsen in the classical format 
ended in Norwegian's favour. 
The much awaited clash between 
Gukesh and Carlsen in the first 

round was an absorbing clash but 
the Chennaiite couldn't spot the 
drawing move in time pressure 
and lost the game. After suffering 
another loss to Arjun in the sec-
ond round, Gukesh has bounced 
back well going into the rest day 
on Friday.

Carlsen (8) jumped into the 
lead with a victory over Arjun in 
the fourth round. He is followed 
by Caruana (7) in second spot. 
India No.1 Koneru Humpy 
shared the lead with Anna Muzy-
chuk (both 7) in the Norway 
Women's Chess, which is taking 
place simultaneously. Women's 
World champion Ju Wenjun (5.5) 
occupies the third place.

Vaishali Rameshbabu (3.5), 
who is the second Indian in the 
fray, has had a tough tournament 
so far. After losing to Humpy in 
the first round, Vaishali's best 
moment came in the fourth 
round, when the Chennaiite 
overcame Anna Muzychuk in an 
Armageddon game. With six 

rounds still remaining, Vaishali 
will be looking to perform better 
in the coming rounds.

GIRI TRIUMPHS IN 
SHARJAH MASTERS
Dutch No.1 Anish Giri tri-
umphed in the Sharjah Masters 
International Chess Champion-
ship in Sharjah. Victory over 
Aditya Mittal in the final round 
earned him the crown. Remain-
ing unbeaten, Giri clinched the 
title with a + 5 score (7/9, five 
wins and four draws). Gaining 
10.3 rating points, besides having 
a performance rating of  2834, 
were the other highlights of his 
success. Aleksandar Indjic of  
Serbia and Nodirbek Abdusat-
torov of  Uzbekistan (both 6.5) 
came second and third. Aditya 
Mittal was India's best performer, 
finishing 10th with 5.5 points. He 
had a great tournament, having a 
rating gain of  23.1 points, and 
racking up a performance rating 
of 2736.

GREATER Chennai Corporation (GCC) will 
start imposing fines on households and build-
ings that illegally let sewage into storm-water 
drains. Officials said such illegal sewage con-
nections increased from 1.3 lakh in 2023 to 
2.1 lakh in 2025. The corporation will give 
one week's notice to violators before taking 
action. If the connection is not removed, it 
will be cut off and a fine of D5,000 will be 
imposed. Larger buildings will face higher 
penalties. The residents are asked to stop pol-
luting the drains, as it leads to health issues 
and blocks storm drains during rains. GCC has 
now started work to identify and stop illegal 
sewage discharge in different parts of the city. 
In 2024, GCC removed 1,833 illegal sewage 
connections across the city. A total fine of 
D5.98 lakh was collected from residents who 
were found polluting the drains. The highest 
number of illegal connections was found in 
The Teynampet (zone 9) where D55,000 was 
collected as a penalty, followed by the Tondi-
arpet zone.

The Corporation-run schools across the city 
will kickstart preparing the students for the 
upcoming supplementary board exams with 
special classes starting on June 2. The local 
body will pick teachers from each zone to 
coach the students. The supplementary ex-
ams for class 12 have been scheduled from 
June 25, and classes 10 and 11 have been 
scheduled from July 4. Joint commissioner 
(education) said.

A 
cross-section of  
residents of  Anna 
Nagar has called 
for stronger safety 
measures and in-

creased patrolling after a 
shocking incident of sexu-
al harassment rocked the 
usually quiet neighbour-
hood. Anna Nagar Police, 
this past week, arrested a 
24-year-old food delivery 
executive for allegedly 
sexually harassing a wom-
an walking alone on the 
street.

According to police 
sources, the complainant, 
a 25-year-old woman re-
siding in Anna Nagar, was 
returning home after visit-
ing a friend when the inci-
dent occurred on Sixth 
Avenue. An unidentified 
man on a motorbike began 
following her and alleg-
edly inappropriately 
touched her before fleeing 
the scene. 

The woman, displaying 
courage, filed a complaint 

with the Anna Nagar po-
lice the same day. Based 
on her account and CCTV 
footage from nearby 
shops, police traced and 
arrested the accused. He 
has been identified as An-
drew John Paul, a 24-year-
old native of  Udumalpet 
in Tiruppur district. He 
had been working in 
Chennai as a food delivery 
executive.

Police have booked An-
drew under relevant sec-
tions of  the Bharatiya 
Nyaya Sanhita and the 
Tamil Nadu Prohibition 
of Harassment of Women 
Act. He has been remand-
ed in judicial custody.

The  inc iden t  has 
sparked concern and out-
rage among Anna Nagar 
residents. Many expressed 
shock that such an inci-
dent could occur in a well-
populated and usually 
well-patrolled area.

"This is a very safe 
neighbourhood, or so we 
thought. It's frightening to

know that someone can be 
targeted on a busy road like 
Sixth Avenue," said Latha 
Suresh, a local resident and 
mother of  two college-go-
ing daughters. "We need 
better surveillance and 
quicker police response in 
such cases."

Another resident, Ar-
vind Kumar, said, "This is 
not the first time we are 
hearing about harassment 
incidents involving delivery 

personnel in the city. We 
cannot generalise, but there 
should be stricter back-
ground checks by compa-
nies."

Locals in the area also 
shared their concerns. 
"There are cameras outside 
my store, and we often see 
young men riding rashly at 
night. We should all stay 
more vigilant," said Ra-
mesh, who runs a store on 
Sixth Avenue.

Police  assured that steps 
are being taken to ensure the 
safety of  women in the lo-
cality. "We are increasingly 
patrolling in residential 
zones, especially during late 
evening hours". The arrest 

has brought some sense of  
relief, but residents continue 
to demand that authorities 
take more proactive steps to 
prevent such crimes and 
ensure that public spaces 
remain safe for all.
