Stagnant water, 
garbage mars Estate 

bus depot stretch

C
OMMUTERS and 
pedestrians near 
the Ambattur In-
dustrial Estate bus 
depot are being 

forced to navigate through 
a foul, stagnant pool of  
water and garbage — a 
reflection of  poor civic 
maintenance in one of  
Chennai’s busiest transit 
zones.

A large stretch of  the 
road, adjacent to a con-
struction barricade, is wa-
terlogged and filled with 
floating garbage, plastic 
waste, and debris. With no 
proper drainage or mainte-
nance in place, the stagnant 
water has become a breed-
ing ground for mosquitoes 
and an unbearable nui-
sance for thousands who 
use this stretch daily to 
reach the depot or the sur-
rounding commercial area.

"This has been like this 
for several days," said 
Meenakshi, a factory 

worker who boards her bus 
from the nearby depot ev-
ery morning. "You can't 
walk without stepping into 
the water. Sometimes we 
end up with dirty splashes 
on our clothes before even 
starting our day."

The pool of  water 
stretches beyond the width 
of the road margin at some 
points, effectively blocking 
pedestrian access to one 
side. Those on foot are seen 
walking dangerously close 
to moving vehicles to avoid 
the slush.

"I almost slipped twice 
trying to walk on the edge. 
There's no space left be-
cause of  the construction 
barriers," said K. Prakash, 
a college student and daily 
commuter. "Why can't the 
Corporation do something 
as basic as draining this 
water? It's not even the 
monsoon season."

Commuters point out 
that the condition worsens 
during the evenings when 

crowds swell and the area 
turns chaotic with autos, 
buses, and private vehicles 
squeezing through the nar-
row passage left by the 
water and debris.

"I don't mind the traffic 
as much as this stench," 
said Uma Maheshwari, a 
garment store employee. 
"There's garbage floating in 
that water. We're inhaling 
this rot every day. Do they 
want us to fall sick?"

The scene is made worse 
by the presence of  con-
struction work that has 
further reduced usable 
space and contributed to 
the area's neglect. Locals 
claim that though com-
plaints have been made, no 

action has been taken.
When asked, a conser-

vancy staffer nearby admit-
ted, "We clean the area 
occasionally, but the water 
doesn't go because the 
drain is choked. That needs 
higher authority interven-
tion." Health experts warn 
that stagnant water like 
this, if  left unattended, can 
cause an outbreak of  dis-
eases such as dengue and 
leptospirosis.

As one frustrated com-
muter summed it up: "Am-
battur is an industrial hub, 
contributing so much to the 
economy. Why should its 
workers and residents walk 
through sewage to get to 
work?"

P
AVEMENTS in 
Mogappair East 
have increasingly 
become inacces-
sible to pedestri-

ans as both private vehi-
cles and construction 
materials continue to en-
croach upon the walk-
ways, forcing residents to 
navigate dangerously close 
to moving traffic.

A glaring example of  
this growing issue was 
spotted recently on a street 
in Mogappair East, where 
a blue hatchback was seen 
parked right on the pedes-
trian pathway for many 
days. Alongside it, metal 
sheets and wooden poles 
were dumped in large 
quantities, completely ob-
structing the sidewalk. 
While the car blocked a 
portion of the walkway, the 
construction debris made 
the entire stretch unwalk-
able.

Residents say this is not 
a one-off  occurrence but 
part of  a persistent and 
worsening trend.

"This is happening all 
over Mogappair East," said 
Selvam, a retired govern-
ment employee who takes 
evening walks in the neigh-
bourhood. "whether it is 
Ori Salai, EB Road or 
smaller inner roads, you 
will find cars on pavements 
and footpaths stacked with 
materials. It's like pedestri-
ans don't exist in the eyes 
of  the authorities."

The materials — likely 
intended for temporary 
fencing or construction 
purposes — were bundled 
and left unattended. The 
adjacent sidewalk is al-
ready broken in parts, mak-
ing it dangerous even with-
out the obstructions. With 

vehicles parked on one side 
and debris occupying the 
other, pedestrians, includ-
ing the elderly and chil-
dren, are forced to walk on 
the road.

"This is how accidents 
happen," said Priya Ravi, 
a homemaker and mother 
of  two. "I have to hold my 
children tightly when walk-
ing to the grocery store 
because there is no space 
on the footpath. One trip 
or a sudden car turning the 
corner — that's all it takes 
for tragedy."

While the Greater 
Chennai Corporation has 
undertaken pedestrian-
friendly initiatives in many 
parts of  the city, residents 

feel Mogappair continues 
to be neglected.

"Some other areas have 
better pavement mainte-
nance and enforcement. 
Here, complaints are made 
but rarely acted upon," al-
leged Karthik, a local vol-
unteer. "The encroach-
ments come right back 
even if  removed once. We 
need sustained monitor-
ing." When contacted, a 
Greater Chennai Corpora-
tion official said that teams 
had been instructed to 
monitor commercial en-
croachments but admitted 
that action on residential 
encroachments is often 
delayed due to lack of  
manpower. However, resi-
dents insist that all types of  
encroachments—whether 
by individuals, businesses, 
or contractors—must be 
dealt with uniformly and 
swiftly. "If  the Greater 
Chennai Corporation can't 
ensure clean and safe foot-
paths, who will?" asked 
Selvam. "We don't need 
fancy skywalks. Just clear, 
usable pavements would be 
enough."

Until then, Mogappair 
East's pedestrians will con-
tinue to tread carefully—
on the edge, quite literally.

ARAVINDH Chitham-
baram is on a roll. The In-
dian has made a big leap in 
the last six months. After 
winning the Prague Mas-
ters, Aravindh bagged his 
second title in 2025, tri-
umphing in the Stepan 
Avagyan Memorial in Jer-
muk, Armenia on Friday. 
There was a two-way tie for 
the first spot between Ara-
vindh and Praggnanand-
haa R (6.5/9 each and both 
Velammalians) but Ara-
vindh sealed the crown in 
the 10-player round-robin 
tournament, thanks to a 
better tie-break. Prag-
gnanandhaa, who has won 
two tournaments this year, 
settled for the second spot. 
Dmitrij Kollars (5) of  Ger-
many took the third place.

Remaining unbeaten, 
the former Velammal stu-
dent gained 8.8 rating 
points for his victory, be-
sides having a performance 
rating of  2824. Aravindh 

jumped to world No.9 in 
the live ratings (2757.8) 
ahead of  twice Candidates 
winner Ian Nepomniacht-
chi (2757, 10th).

The 25-year-old has 
been a different player 
since the time he won the 
Chennai GM last year. 
Having a lot of confidence, 
Aravindh is competing on 
level terms with the top 
players in the world. Add-
ed to that, his opening 
preparation has improved, 
and he is willing to get into 
complicated positions with 
the idea of  winning more 
games. This strategy has 
worked for him in recent 
times. It will not be a sur-
prise if  he breaks into the 

top five before the end of  
this year.

With a little bit of  luck, 
Praggnanandhaa could 
have won his third title this 
year. However, he came up 
with another strong perfor-
mance in the closed event. 
Staying undefeated, the 
Indian racked up a perfor-
mance rating of  2823, be-
sides having a rating gain 
of  7.2 points. The Chen-
naiite moved to world No.6 
with a live rating of  2774.2 
following his successful 
outing in Armenia. Prag-
gnanandhaa also leads the 
FIDE Circuit with 83.59 
points, which has one qual-
ifying spot for the Candi-
dates.

HUMPY SHINES

Women's World Rapid 
champion Koneru Humpy 
(15), who was in the reck-
oning for the top prize, 
finished third in the Nor-

way Chess Women, which 
took place simultaneously 
at the same venue. The 
Indian posted victories 
over Vaishali and Sara 
Khadem (twice) to con-
tinue her rich vein of  form 
for the third straight tour-
nament. Anna Muzychuk, 
who has been in good form 
recently, captured the 
crown with 16.5 points. 
Gaining 9.1 rating points, 
Muzychuk inflicted wom-
en's World champion Ju 
Wenjun her only loss in the 
event.  Lei Tingjie (16) of  
China posted victory over 
Sara to end the event on a 
positive note (second place 
finish). Vaishali (11), who 
was the other Indian in the 
tournament, had a moder-
ate event, ending in fifth 
place. Victories over Ju 
Wenjun and Muzychuk 
(twice) in Armageddon 
were Vaishali’s best mo-
ments.

CHESS ROUND UP

Podium Finish For Gukesh
WORLD champion Dommaraju 
Gukesh (14.5 points) recovered from 
his two losses in the first two rounds 
to conjure up a podium finish at the 
Norway Chess in Stavanger, Nor-
way. World No.1 Magnus Carlsen 
(16) clinched the title in his home 

country for the seventh time. Former Candidates 
winner Fabiano Caruana (15.5) finished second 
with a victory over Gukesh in the 10th round.

Gukesh's fighting spirit and determination kept 
him in the hunt for title but the 19-year-old suffered 
a reverse to the reigning American champion in the 
final round to finish third. The Chennaiite had the 
satisfaction of defeating five-time World champion 
Carlsen for the first time in a classical game. In a 
dramatic time scramble, Gukesh capitalised on 
Carlsen's blunder to turn a losing position to a win-
ning one. Gukesh, who played the most number of  
decisive games (8) in the classical, posted his first 
victory over world No.2 Hikaru Nakamura in the 
longest format. On the whole, it was a good event 
for Gukesh.

Arjun Erigaisi (13), who was the second Indian 
in the fray, captured the fifth spot. Victories over 
Gukesh and Caruana (both in classical) were his

GCP warns 
of fake 
challans on 
WhatsApp
GREATER Chennai Po-
lice have asked the public 
to be cautious of  fraudu-
lent WhatsApp messages 
sharing links that mimic 
traffic challan payments.

This comes after a 
Chennai resident reported 
receiving an APK file 
named "Traffic Challan 
Fine 500" from an un-
known WhatsApp num-
ber with the GCTP logo 
as profile picture. 

The message falsely 
claimed he was required 
to pay a fine for a traffic 
violation. Traffic police, 
warning people not to 
click on these links or 
download attached APK 
files, said the messages 
were part of  a wider scam 
seen across the country. 
Last month, a scam cost 
a Delhi resident over 
D70,000 after she down-
loaded an APK file linked 
to a fake challan notice 
demanding D5,000.
