HE Greater Chen-
nai Corporation 
(GCC) is now set to 
make l icensing 
mandatory for all 

cattle and buffalo owners 
within the city limits and 
introduce microchipping.

Under the proposed 
move, aimed at curbing 
stray cattle menace on 
roads, cattle owners will be 
required to submit an ap-
plication for the licence at 
zonal veterinary offices. 
After field verification by 
veterinary officers and 

health inspectors, owners 
will pay a licence fee of  Rs 
100. At the time of  issuing 
licences, each animal will 
be implanted with a micro-
chip, which will have de-
tails such as the owner's 
name, address and cattle 
identification data.

Application forms will 
be made available on the 
GCC website. The corpo-
ration plans to procure 
25,000 microchips and 25 
microchip readers for the 
purpose. Owners will be 
given a 45-day window, up 

to March 18, 2026, to ob-
tain licences.

According to data, 
more than 22,000 cattle are 
currently being reared 
within the GCC limits. A 
significant number of these 
animals are found roaming 
on roads leading to traffic 
disruption. Earlier, a fine 
of  Rs 10,000 per stray ani-
mal was imposed, and 
cattle were returned only 
after owners gave an un-
dertaking that they will not 
allow the animals to roam 
on roads.

Gukesh occupies Joint
7th Spot in Tata Steel Masters

J
AVOKHIR Sinda-
rov joined No-
dirbek Abdusatto-
rov (both 7/11) in 
the lead after the 

11th round of  the Tata 
Steel Masters in Wijk aan 
Zee,The Netherlands. 
Sindarov, who won the 
World Cup last year, out-
witted India No.1 Arjun 
Erigaisi on Friday, which 
put him in contention for 
the title with two rounds 
still remaining. Hans Nie-
mann, Jorden van Foreest 
and Mathias Bluebaum 
(all 6.5) shared the third 
spot.

Sindarov has improved 
by leaps and bounds in the 
last 12 rounds. Remaining 
unbeaten, the Uzbek No.2 
has gained 15 rating 
points, besides racking up 
a performance rating of  
2828! Posting victories 
over Mathias Bluebaum 
and Yaagiz Kaan Erdog-
mus, Sindarov has a 
chance to win another title 
after his scintillating show 
in Goa (2025).

Except for his reverse 
in the eighth round 
against Anish Giri, Ab-
dusattorov looks to be in 
prime form after winning 
the London Chess Classic 
and bagging a bronze in 
the World Blitz Champi-
onship (both last year). 
After missing out on 
Masters title twice, Ab-
dusattorov aiming to win 
the 13 round round-robin 
tournament this time. 
Having a rating gain of  
10.2 points, the Uzbek 
No.1 has a performance 

rating of  2822.
World champion Dom-

maraju Gukesh has been 
the best performer among 
four Indians. By his high 
standards, Gukesh has 
had a moderate event 
(5.5), having a 50% score, 
with three victories and 
three losses. The Chen-
naiite will be hoping to 
end the tournament on a 
positive note. Gukesh oc-
cupies the joint seventh 
spot with Erdogmus, Giri 
and Vladimir Fedoseev.

Ahead of  Candidates, 
it has not been the best 
preparation for defending 
champion Rameshbabu 
Praggnanandhaa (4.5), 
who is struggling with -2 
score, which includes 
three losses and one win. 
His only bright spot was 
his victory over compa-
triot Vr. Aravindh Chith-
ambaram in the ninth 
round.

Arjun Erigaisi (4), who 
is India's top player, start-
ed the tournament with a 
win over Pragg. After that 
he has looked out of sorts, 
losing four games. He has 
struggled in the Masters 
for the third straight year 
in the coastal city, which 
is difficult to understand.  
Hopefully, he finds his 
form in his next tourna-
ment. Arjun and Aravind 
(both 4) shared the joint 
12th spot.

Andy Woodwards 
surged ahead with 8.5 
points at the completion 
of  the 11th round in Tata 
Steel Challengers, which 
took place simultaneously. 
Woodward has been im-

pressive throughout the 
tournament, scoring eight 
wins and two losses. For-
mer World Rapid cham-
pion Vasyl Ivanchuk has 
got himself  into conten-
tion for the crown, prevail-
ing over Woodward and 
Aydin Suleymanli in the 
last two rounds. Ivanchuk 
shared the second spot 
with Suleymanli (both 8).

Vedant Panesar, who is 
the only Indian in the fray, 
has scored three points, 
with his lone victory com-
ing against Eline Roebers.

T
he Greater Chennai 
C o r p o r a t i o n 
(GCC) has com-
pleted a series of  
renovation and in-

frastructure improvement 
works at the NN2 Child 
Welfare Centre located on 
Kalaivanar Street in Ward 
79 of  the Ambattur zone, 
with a focus on creating a 
safer, more engaging envi-
ronment for young chil-
dren. As part of  the initia-
tive, a dedicated play area 
has been set up for chil-
dren, along with multiple 
civil and interior refurbish-
ment works inside the cen-
tre. The improvements are 
aimed at enhancing early 
childhood development 
facilities and ensuring that 
children attending the cen-
tre have access to clean, 
cheerful and functional 
spaces.

Visuals released by the 
civic body show newly 
painted classrooms with 
colourful wall murals de-
picting animals, numbers, 
alphabets and landscapes 
designed to stimulate learn-
ing among young children. 
Furniture, including tables 
and chairs suitable for chil-
dren, has been arranged in 
classrooms, while ceiling 
fans and lighting fixtures 
have also been upgraded. 
A children's play zone with 
slides and play equipment 
has been created, providing 
a safe recreational space 
within the premises.

A Greater Chennai Cor-
poration official said the 
project was part of a broad-
er effort to strengthen child 
welfare infrastructure 
across the city. "Child wel-
fare centres play a crucial 

role in early education and 
nutrition. The works at the 
NN2 centre were taken up 
to ensure children have a 
safe, hygienic and stimulat-
ing environment," the of-
ficial said. "Similar up-
grades are being planned in 
other centres under the 
Ambattur zone."

Residents of  the area 
welcomed the initiative, 
saying the centre had be-
come more attractive and 
functional after the renova-
tion. "Earlier, the building 
was usable but lacked prop-
er facilities for children to 
play and learn comfort-
ably," said Lakshmi, a resi-
dent of  Ambattur. "Now 
the classrooms are bright, 
the play area is well laid 
out, and children are eager 
to attend." Another resi-
dent, R. Murugan, said the 
addition of  a play area was 
particularly important. 
"Many families here live in 
small houses without open 
spaces. A play area inside 
the centre gives children a 
chance to be active and 
socialise in a safe setting," 
he said.

Officials noted that 

apart from the play facili-
ties, several repair works 
were also carried out, in-
cluding interior painting, 
improvement of  doors and 
flooring, and better ventila-
tion. The renovations were 
designed to make the cen-
tre child-friendly while 
ensuring durability and 
ease of  maintenance.

The Ambattur zone has 
been witnessing steady 
residential growth, increas-
ing the demand for quality 
public childcare facilities. 
Civic officials said strength-
ening neighbourhood-level 
infrastructure such as child 
welfare centres was essen-
tial to support working 
families and promote early 
childhood development.

"With focused invest-
ments at the ward level, we 
aim to ensure that every 
child welfare centre meets 
basic standards of  safety, 
hygiene and learning," the 
official added.

The upgraded NN2 
Child Welfare Centre is 
expected to benefit chil-
dren from Kalaivanar 
Street and surrounding lo-
calities.

I
n a significant step to-
wards strengthening 
local water security, 
Chennai Metrowater 
is nearing completion 

of  a decentralised freshwa-
ter treatment plant at 
Mogappair that will source 
water from Ayanambak-
kam lake and supply treated 
drinking water to surround-
ing neighbourhoods, in-
cluding Anna Nagar West-
ern Extension.

The Mogappair treat-
ment plant, with a capacity 
of  10 million litres a day 
(mld), is part of  the water 
agency's plan to reduce de-
pendence on distant water 
sources by tapping neigh-
bourhood lakes. Officials 
said nearly 79% of  the 
construction work at the 
facility, coming up on a 
3,150 sq. m site, has been 
completed. The J13.01-
crore project also includes 
laying a 7.7-km pipeline to 
draw raw water from 
Ayanambakkam lake. The 
plant is expected to be com-
missioned by March.

"Treated water from the 
Mogappair plant will be 
conveyed directly to the 
distribution station at Anna 
Nagar West Extension, 
helping stabilise supply in 
this densely populated 
area," a Metrowater official 
said. "Decentralised sys-
tems reduce transmission 
losses and lower electricity 
costs involved in pumping 
water over long distances."

Spread over 85 hectares, 
Ayanambakkam lake plays 
a critical role in groundwa-
ter recharge and drinking 
water supply for surround-
ing localities such as Koladi 
and Mogappair West. The 

lake has also been identified 
by planning authorities for 
restoration to improve its 
long-term sustainability as 
a water source.

Residents say the lake 
has traditionally ensured 
water availability in the area 
but warn that rapid urban-
isation is putting pressure 
on groundwater. "Ground-
water is still available at 
around 30 feet because the 
lake holds water for most 
months of  the year," said  a 
resident of  Ayanambak-
kam. "But with apartment 
complexes mushrooming, 
the water table is slowly 
depleting. The lake and its 
supply channels must be 
rejuvenated to protect this 
resource."

He added: "If  the lake is 
properly restored, it can 
serve both drinking water 
needs and recreation. Fa-
cilities like a boating ride 
could also be introduced 
without harming the eco-
system."

Officials stressed that the 
decentralised supply model 
would become increasingly 
important as the city grows. 
"Surface water accounts for 
nearly 77% of  Chennai's 
drinking water. By treating 
water closer to the source, 
we can rationalise distribu-
tion and cut transmission 
losses by nearly 20%," an 
official said. Chennai Me-
trowater currently supplies 
around 1,231 mld of  water, 
with the bulk going to do-
mestic consumers. The 
Mogappair project is ex-
pected to ease pressure on 
the centralised network and 
improve reliability of  sup-
ply for residents in Mogap-
pair and Anna Nagar West-
ern Extension.

In a letter dated Janu-
ary 27, 2026, informed 
the Directorate of  Pub-
lic Health and Preven-
tive Medicine that the 
government has ap-
proved the request to 
allow name inclusion in 

birth records beyond the 
earlier time limits.

The extension ap-
plies to birth records 
registered both before 
and after the com-
mencement of the 
Tamil Nadu Reg-
istration of  Births 
and Deaths Rules, 
2000.

The order said that 
the decision was taken 
after careful examina-
tion of  a proposal sub-
mitted by the Director 

of  Public Health, citing 
the need to provide re-
lief to individuals whose 
names were not entered 
in birth records within 

the prescribed pe-
riod.

With this exten-
sion, eligible per-
sons across the 

state will have an addi-
tional opportunity to 
regularise their birth 
records  by adding 
names till September 
26, 2026.

New solid waste rules to take effect on April 1

T
HE Centre has 
notified the new 
S o l i d  Wa s t e 
M a n a ge m e n t 
Ru l e s  u n d e r 

which four-stream seg-
regation of  solid waste 
at source has been made 
mandatory, and clear 
responsibilities have 
been defined for bulk 
waste generators. The 
new rules will come into 
force from April 1.

The four categories 

for segregation are: wet 
waste, dry waste, sani-
tary waste and special 
care waste.
WET WASTE - Com-
posted or processed 
through bio-methana-
tion.
DRY WASTE - Sent to 
Material Recovery Fa-
cilities (MRFs) for sort-
ing and recycling.
SANITARY WASTE - 
Securely wrapped and 
stored separately.

S P E C I A L  C A R E 
WASTE - Collected by 
authorized agencies or 
deposited at designated 
centres.

Under the new rules, 
bulk waste generators 
include entities with a 
floor area of  20,000 
square metres or more, 
or water consumption 
of  40,000 litres per day 
or more, or solid waste 
generation of  100 kilo-
grams per day or more.
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
