Magnus Carlsen has been the 
most dominant chess player for 
the last 15 years. From becoming 
a GM at 13 to winning his 21st 
World title, the Norwegian keeps 
raising the bar higher and higher. 
Remarkably, the 35-year-old ex-
cels in all the formats: classical, 
rapid, blitz and freestyle chess. 
His recent achievement was win-
ning the FIDE Freestyle World 
Chess Championship, defeating 
Fabiano Caruana 2.5-1.5 in 
Weissenhaus, Germany.

Importantly, Carlsen has 
made chess popular in Norway 
with his astounding performanc-
es. Most of  his chess tourna-
ments are telecast live in his 

country. An interesting fact is 
people of  Norway who have less 
knowledge of chess follow it with 
a lot of  interest. He is treated like 
a superstar in his country, which 
is well deserved.

Father Henrik Carlsen, who 
accompanies his son Carlsen to 
most of  the tournaments, de-
serves a lot of  credit for Carlsen's 
success. Understanding Carlsen's 
love for chess at a young age, he 
allowed him to follow his passion 
without putting too much pres-
sure on him.  

Carlsen's first big success came 
in 2004, winning (Group C) 
Corus Chess in Wijk aan Zee, 
The Netherlands. He showed his 
growing prowess as a chess 

player, sharing the top spot with 
Levon Aronian (Group A) in 
Corus Chess in 2008.

Carlsen's spectacular perfor-
mance (8/10) in Nanjing Pearl 
Spring Tournament in Nanjing, 
China (2008), winning the event 
by two and half  points, stunned 
the chess world, which gave a 
clear indication of  Carlsen being 
the future of  chess.

The late American player 
Lubomir Kavalek dubbed him 
the Mozart of  Chess for his phe-
nomenal skills on the chessboard. 
Besides all-round chess skills, 
Carlsen's fitness is one of  the 
reasons for his continued success. 
He keeps himself  in shape by 
dabbling in football, basketball 

and swimming.
He became the youngest 

world No.1 at 19 in 2010, which 
was a big milestone in his glitter-
ing career.

After winning the nerve-rack-
ing Candidates in London, 
Carlsen achieved the pinnacle in 
his career, winning his first World 
title, ending Viswanthan Anand's 
six-year tenure as World cham-
pion in his hometown of Chen-
nai in 2013. Carlsen prevailed 
6.5-3.5 in the 12-game match.

Four more World titles fol-
lowed, with his fifth World title 
happening in Dubai (2021), 
when he defeated Ian Nepom-
niachtchi 7.5-3.5 in a 14-game 
match.

Being an outlier, Carlsen 
shocked the chess world, when 
he didn't defend his World title 
in 2023. Having won a lot of  
World titles, he found the process 
of  defending the World title gru-
elling and exhausting. He didn't 
enjoy the routine of  months of  
preparation before the World 
Championship, which he felt less 
enjoyable. Carlsen's 21 World 
titles is somewhat similar to No-
vak Djokovic's 24 Grand Slam 
titles. Both performances will be 
hard to emulate. It will not be a 
surprise if  Carlsen ends up with 
30 World titles, when he hangs 
up his boots.

College girl files privacy 
complaint against YouTuber

A 
police com-
p l a i n t  h a s 
been filed at 
t h e  A n n a 
Nagar Police 

Station against a You-
Tuber for allegedly 
recording and pub-
lishing a video of  him 
helping a college girl 
a college student, 
who felt dizzy while 
walking on a road in 
Anna Nagar without 
her consent.

According to the 
complaint, the inci-
dent occurred last 
week in Anna Nagar 
when the 
s t u d e n t , 
who was 
w a l k i n g 
a l o n g  a 
b u s y 
s t r e t c h , 
suddenly 
felt dizzy. The You-
Tuber, who was rid-
ing a two-wheeler 
equipped with a hel-
met camera, report-
edly stopped and 
helped her. The entire 
episode was captured 
on his action camera, 
which he later up-
loaded on his social 
media platform.

The student has 
alleged that while the 
assistance offered to 
her was appreciated, 
the act of  filming and 
publishing the foot-
age without her per-
mission amounted to 
a violation of  her pri-
vacy. She and her par-

ents came to know of  
the video after it be-
gan circulating online 
i n  r e c e n t  d ay s . 
Shocked by its con-
tent, they reportedly 
approached the con-
tent  c rea tor  and 
sought the removal of  
the video. Subse-
quently, a formal 
complaint was lodged 
with the Anna Nagar 
police.

Police sources con-
firmed an inquiry is 
under way. "We have 
received a complaint 
from the student stat-
ing that the video was 

recorded and 
shared with-
out her con-
sent. We are 
examining the 
legal aspects, 
i n c l u d i n g 
whether her 

right to privacy has 
been infringed," a po-
lice officer said.

L e g a l  e x p e r t s 
point out that while 
helping a person in 
distress is an act of  
humanity, recording 
and sharing visuals of  
an individual in a 
vulnerable condition 
without consent can 
raise serious legal 
concerns. "The right 
to privacy is protected 
under Article 21 of  
the Constitution. 
Even in a public 
place, capturing and 
disseminating images 
of  someone in a 
weakened or uncon-

scious state without 
p e r m i s s i o n  m ay 
amount to a viola-
tion," said an advo-
cate familiar with 
cyber law.

Some residents of  
Anna  Nagar  ex -
pressed concern over 
what they described 
as a growing trend of  
"content-driven com-
passion." "Nowa-
days, everything is 
viewed through the 
lens of  'views' and 
'likes'. Even acts of  
help are sometimes 
documented for on-
line popularity," said 
a local resident.

However, others 
urged caution before 
passing judgment. "If  
the person genuinely 
intended to help and 
did not foresee the 
legal implications, 
the matter should be 
handled sensitively. 
Awareness  about 
consent in digital 
content creation is 
still evolving," an-
other resident ob-
served.

Activists have em-
phasised that publish-
ing footage of  a wom-
an, especially without 
blurring her identity 
or obtaining permis-
sion, could affect her 
dignity and reputa-
tion. They called for 
clearer guidelines and 
greater digital respon-
sibility among vlog-
gers and social media 
influencers.

J25,000 fine imposed for violating 
clean and safe construction norms

The Greater Chennai 
Corporation (GCC) has 
imposed a penalty of  
I25,000 on a property 
owner in Anna Nagar for 
violating clean and safe 
construction guidelines in 
Ward 105. The fine was 
levied following an inspec-
tion by civic officials who 
found that mandatory 
safety and sanitation 
norms were not adhered to 
at a construction site in the 
locality.

According to Corpora-
tion sources, the violation 
falls under the "High Sig-
nificance" category of  of-
fences, applicable to con-
struction sites measuring 
between 500 square metres 
and 20,000 square metres. 
Officials stated that the 
builder had failed to com-
ply with prescribed guide-
lines intended to ensure 
public safety, prevent de-
bris spillage, and maintain 
cleanliness around the 
construction premises.

The action was taken by 
officials attached to the 
Anna Nagar Zone after 

complaints were received 
regarding poor housekeep-
ing practices at the site. 
Civic authorities conduct-
ed a field inspection and 
documented lapses includ-
ing improper disposal of  
construction waste and 
failure to implement ade-
quate safety measures.

A receipt issued by the 
Greater Chennai Corpora-
tion dated February 17, 
2026, confirms that the 
penalty amount of I25,000 
was collected from the vio-
lator. The payment was 
made through card trans-
action, and the Corpora-
tion has officially recorded 
the violation under clean 
and safe construction 

norms.
Corporation officials 

reiterated that construc-
tion activities must strictly 
adhere to civic guidelines, 
especially in densely popu-
lated residential areas such 
as Anna Nagar. "The 
guidelines are in place to 
ensure that construction 
does not inconvenience 
residents or pose risks to 
pedestrians and motorists. 
Builders are expected to 
maintain barricading, pre-
vent dust pollution, and 
ensure proper waste dis-
posal," an official said.

Residents of  Ward 105 
have welcomed the action, 
stating that enforcement of  
norms is essential to main-
tain public health and 
neighbourhood hygiene. 
"Construction debris often 
blocks pavements and 
roads, creating hazards. 
Strict penalties will act as 
a deterrent," said a resi-
dent. The Greater Chennai 
Corporation has been in-
tensifying its monitoring 
of construction sites across 
the city, particularly in 
rapidly developing zones.

FASTag or UPI for toll

The transition will help 

enhance ‘ease of  commut-
ing’ for national highway 
users by reducing conges-
tion at fee plazas and 
bringing greater consis-
tency and transparency in 
toll transactions.

In the past few years, 
over 98% penetration of  

FASTag has significantly 
transformed toll collection 
practices in the country. At 
present, an overwhelming 
proportion of  toll transac-
tions are processed elec-
tronically through RFID-
enabled FASTag affixed to 
vehicles, facilitating seam-
less and contactless move-
ment across toll plazas.

NH toll plazas may go cashless from April 1
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
