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325,000 fine imposed for violating
clean and safe construction norms

HE Greater Chen-

nai Corporation

(GCC) has im-

posed a penalty of

%25,000 on a prop-
erty owner in Anna Nagar
for violating clean and safe
construction guidelines in
Ward 105. The fine was
levied following an inspec-
tion by civic officials who
found that mandatory
safety and sanitation
norms were not adhered to
at a construction site in the
locality.

According to Corpora-
tion sources, the violation
falls under the "High Sig-
nificance" category of of-
fences, applicable to con-
struction sites measuring
between 500 square metres
and 20,000 square metres.
Officials stated that the
builder had failed to com-
ply with prescribed guide-
lines intended to ensure
public safety, prevent de-
bris spillage, and maintain
cleanliness around the
construction premises.

The action was taken by
officials attached to the
Anna Nagar Zone after
complaints were received
regarding poor housekeep-
ing practices at the site.
Civic authorities conduct-

i
i iy | i

ed a field inspection and
documented lapses includ-
ing improper disposal of
construction waste and
failure to implement ade-
quate safety measures.

A receipt issued by the
Greater Chennai Corpora-
tion dated February 17,
2026, confirms that the
penalty amount of 325,000
was collected from the vio-
lator. The payment was
made through card trans-
action, and the Corpora-
tion has officially recorded
the violation under clean
and safe construction
norms. Corporation offi-
cials reiterated that con-
struction activities must
strictly adhere to civic
guidelines, especially in
densely populated residen-
tial areas such as Anna
Nagar. "The guidelines are
in place to ensure that
construction does not in-
convenience residents or
pose risks to pedestrians

and motorists. Builders are
expected to maintain bar-
ricading, prevent dust pol-
lution, and ensure proper
waste disposal," an official
said. Residents of Ward
105 have welcomed the
action, stating that enforce-
ment of norms is essential
to maintain public health
and neighbourhood hy-
giene. "Construction de-
bris often blocks pave-
ments and roads, creating
hazards. Strict penalties
will act as a deterrent," said
a resident of Anna Nagar.

The Greater Chennai
Corporation has been in-
tensifying its monitoring
of construction sites across
the city, particularly in
rapidly developing zones.
Officials warned that re-
peat violations would at-
tract higher penalties and
further legal action under
municipal laws.

The civic body has also
urged residents to report
instances of unsafe or un-
hygienic construction prac-
tices through its helpline
and grievance redressal
mechanisms. Authorities
emphasised that maintain-
ing cleanliness and safety
standards is a shared re-
sponsibility between build-
ers and the public.

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Tree waste piles up at EB Road Park

LARGE heaps of dried palm
fronds, branches and fallen leaves
have been lying uncleared for days
at EB Road Park in Mogappair
East, triggering concern among
residents about hygiene, fire haz-
ards and the overall neglect of the
public space.

A visit to the park revealed
mounds of tree waste stacked
along the compound wall and near
the pedestrian pathway. The dried
foliage, including palm leaves and
trimmed branches, has formed
sizable piles beneath trees inside
the park premises. Some of the
debris has spilled close to the walk-
ing track, forcing morning walkers
to navigate around it.

"Leaving the waste like this for
days defeats the purpose," said
Mayuran, a local resident and
regular walker at the park. "Dry
leaves and palm fronds can easily
catch fire, especially in this weath-
er. It is a serious safety risk."

Another resident, Sheena Krish-
nan, pointed out the hygiene con-
cerns. "When organic waste is left
uncleared, it becomes a breeding
ground for insects and mosquitoes.
We already struggle with mos-
quito issues in this area. The au-
thorities must ensure immediate
clearance after maintenance
work," she said.

Parents accompanying children
to the park also expressed worry.
"Children play here in the eve-
nings. With such large heaps of
dried branches, there is always the
danger of sharp sticks causing in-
juries," said Ram Prakash, who
lives nearby. Apart from safety

concerns, residents said the accu-
mulation of waste detracts from
the park's appearance. EB Road
Park is one of the few spaces in
Mogappair East used by senior
citizens, walkers and families. "We
take pride in this park. It should
not look like a dumping yard," said
a member of a local residents'
welfare association.

Locals have urged the Greater
Chennai Corporation to step in
and ensure timely removal of tree
waste after pruning operations.
They have also called for a more
systematic schedule for garden
maintenance and waste disposal.

‘When contacted, a civic official
from the zone said the matter
would be looked into. "We will
check with the concerned depart-
ment and arrange for the immedi-
ate clearance of the accumulated
waste," the official said.

Residents hope swift action will
be taken to restore the park to a
clean and safe condition, particu-
larly as summer approaches and
the risk of fire increases.
