Only Indian to play more than 100 Olympiad Games

rishnan Sasikiran
turned back the
clock to win the
Prague Open in
the Czechia capi-
tal of Prague. Importantly,
the Indian qualified for the
2027 Prague Challengers
being the winner of the
strong Open tournament.
Sasikiran (8/9) sealed the
crown in an emphatic
fashion, outdistancing his
nearest rivals by half a
point.

Gaining 14.3 rating
points, besides having a
performance rating of
2688, were the other high-
lights of his successful
campaign.

Sasikiran was India's
No.2 behind five-time
World champion Viswa-
nathan Anand for a long
time. At one point, the
Chennaiite was ranked
world No.21 with a peak
rating of 2720. With chess
becoming fiercely com-
petitive, Sasikiran has
slipped down the rankings.

However, this title triumph
should spur him to per-
form better for the rest of
2026.

Sasikiran, who has ac-
complished a lot in his
chess career, winning the
Asian title, National title,
and lots of Open tourna-
ments, had his best-ever
moment, when India
bagged a historic bronze
medal at the 2014 Chess
Olympiad in Tromso,
Norway. He was one of
the standout performers in
India's Olympiad success,
bagging individual silver
on the third board
(7.5/10). Sasikiran's vic-

Nisipeanu helped India
defeat Germany in the
penultimate round, which
put India in contention for
a medal.

Being part of the gold
medal winning Indian
team at the 2006 Asian
Games in Doha was one
of the joyous moments in
Sasikiran's career.

Trained by his father
Krishnan (himself a chess
player) from a young age,
Sasikiran's growth hap-
pened at a steady pace.
Krishnan's idea of arrang-
ing training games for
Sasikiran against strong
players like Dibyendu Ba-
rua and Pravin Thipsay
(both former National
champions) helped his son
evolve as a chess player.
Sasikiran worked a lot
with Sundararajan Kid-
ambi (coached by Krish-
nan), which benefited both
players in their growth as
a chess player.

Former World Champi-
onship challenger Nigel

tory over Liviu-Dieter Short once called Sasiki-

ran a fearless player. He
lived up to that tag fighting
to the end in every game.
He won a lot of games
because of his uncompro-
mising attitude.

Sasikiran, who acted as
Anand's second in his
World Championship
Matches (2013 & 2014)
against Magnus Carlsen,
had the satisfaction of
becoming the first Indian
to outwit Anand after he
became World champion
in a classical game. He
defeated Anand in the
group stages of World
Cup in Hyderabad (2002).

Good opening prepara-
tion, striving for the initia-
tive, tactical acumen, tak-
ing risks, and fighting
spirit are his biggest
strengths.

Sasikiran holds a
unique record, being the
only Indian to play more
than 100 Olympiad
Games.

number, 1950, has been
publicised as a free voter
assistance service.

The initiative aims to
simplify processes such as
new voter registration,

correction of entries,
tracking application sta-
tus, and accessing polling
station details. Officials
have also encouraged citi-
zens to stay updated
through verified an-
nouncements and to use
official channels to avoid
misinformation.

Residents in several
parts of Mogappair and
Anna Nagar have also
begun taking note of the
campaign, with mixed re-
actions regarding aware-
ness and accessibility.

"I saw the poster and
downloaded the ECINET
app. It is quite useful to
check details and track
applications. But more
awareness is still needed,
especially for elderly vot-
ers," said R. Karthik, a
resident of Mogappair
East.

Another resident from

Mogappair pointed out
that while digital plat-
forms are helpful, offline
assistance remains crucial.
"Not everyone is comfort-
able using apps or web-
sites.

The helpline is a good
step, but there should also
be more local camps to
assist people directly," said
S. Meenakshi, a home-
maker.

In Anna Nagar, resi-
dents echoed similar senti-
ments, appreciating the
move but calling for wider
outreach. "The system is
becoming more transpar-
ent and accessible. But
unless people are actively
informed, many may not
make use of these facili-
ties," said Srinivasan, a
senior citizen.

Younger voters, how-
ever, appeared more en-
thusiastic about the digital

push. "Having everything
on a mobile app is very
convenient.

You can apply, track,
and even check your poll-
ing booth without going
anywhere," said Aradha-
na, a first-time voter from
Anna Nagar.lection offi-
cials say the focus is on
ensuring that no eligible
voter is left out. The use of
digital platforms is ex-
pected to reduce delays
and improve accuracy in
electoral rolls, while the
helpline provides a quick
channel for grievance re-
dressal.

The ECI has also high-
lighted features such as
scheduling appointments
for services and checking
polling station status,
which are expected to re-
duce crowding at electoral
offices, especially closer to
election dates.

Open bridge without barricades
raises safety concerns

HE new bridge

connecting Rail

Nagar near

Mogappair East to

the Koyambedu-—
Maduravoyal Highway,
which opened for traffic a
few months ago following
the closure of the Rail
Nagar Bridge, has come
under scrutiny for lacking
basic safety measures, par-
ticularly barricades along
its edges.

The bridge was thrown
open to facilitate uninter-
rupted connectivity after
the older Rail Nagar
Bridge was shut, forcing
commuters to rely on alter-
native routes. Since then,
the new stretch has wit-
nessed steady vehicular
movement, serving as a
crucial link for residents in
Mogappair East, Padi
Kuppam, Rail Nagar and
surrounding localities.

However, commuters
are now raising serious
concerns over the absence
of protective railings or
barricades along portions
of the bridge. A section of
the road runs dangerously
close to an open edge abut-
ting a water body and un-
even terrain, with no phys-
ical barrier to prevent
vehicles from slipping off.

The risk is particularly
high for two-wheeler rid-
ers, who make up a sig-
nificant portion of the
traffic. With slight curves
along the stretch and lim-
ited shoulder space, even a

minor lapse in judgment
could prove dangerous.
The problem is com-
pounded during night-
time due to inadequate
lighting in parts of the
bridge.

Field observations
show in some sections, the
carriageway appears nar-
row, leaving little room for
error when vehicles pass
each other. Pedestrians,
including residents from
nearby areas, are also seen
walking along the bridge,
further increasing vulner-
ability.

"This bridge is helpful
after the old one was
closed, but it feels unsafe
without barricades. There
is always a fear while rid-
ing," said a daily com-
muter.

Road safety experts
point out that barricades
or parapet walls are a basic
requirement for bridges,
especially those running
alongside water bodies or
at elevated levels. The ab-

sence of such features
raises questions about
whether the bridge was
opened before all safety
components were fully
completed.

Residents have urged
authorities to intervene
immediately. They have
called for the installation
of sturdy barricades, prop-
er levelling of road mar-
gins, removal of debris,
and improved street light-
ing.

While the bridge has
eased connectivity and
reduced travel time follow-
ing the closure of the Rail
Nagar Bridge, its current
condition has left commut-
ers navigating the stretch
with caution. With traffic
expected to increase fur-
ther, residents stress that
urgent corrective measures
are necessary to prevent
potential accidents.

Authorities are yet to
respond officially to the
concerns raised by the
public.

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Abandoned tractors trigger
health and safety concerns

RACTORS that have
been parked and left
unattended for several
months on Ori Salai in
Mogappair East are
raising serious concerns
among residents, who say the
vehicles have turned into a
source of garbage accumula-
tion and mosquito breeding.

The tractors, stationed
along the roadside next to a
large apartment complex, ap-
pear to have been unused for a
prolonged period. With no
visible ownership claim or
maintenance activity, the ve-
hicles have effectively become
dumping spots for waste and
debris. Residents allege that
the area around the tractors is
increasingly unhygienic, with
litter, dry leaves, and stagnant
water collecting in and around
the machinery.

Local residents say the
problem has persisted for
months without any interven-
tion from civic authorities.
"These tractors have not
moved for a very long time.
People have started throwing
garbage near them, and now it
has become a breeding ground
for mosquitoes," said a resi-
dent of the nearby apartment
complex.

The concern is particularly
acute given the public health
risks associated with mosquito
breeding, including diseases
such as dengue and chikungu-
nya, which tend to spike in

urban areas with poor sanita-
tion and stagnant water sourc-
es. The cluttered condition
around the tractors, coupled
with irregular waste disposal,
has only worsened the situa-
tion.

Apart from health hazards,
the abandoned vehicles are
also causing inconvenience to
road users. Ori Salai, though
not a major arterial road, sees
regular movement of two-
wheelers, cars, and small com-
mercial vehicles. The tractors
occupy valuable roadside
space, narrowing the carriage-
way and forcing vehicles to
manoeuvre carefully, espe-
cially during peak hours.

Residents also point out
that the presence of the trac-
tors contributes to an overall
sense of neglect in the neigh-
bourhood. "This is a residen-
tial area with many families.
‘When such things are left unat-
tended for so long, it reflects
poorly on civic upkeep," an-
other resident said.

Urban civic experts have
often noted that abandoned
vehicles in residential areas
must be promptly identified
and removed or relocated by
authorities. If left unchecked,
they not only create sanitation
issues but also pose safety risks
and can become hubs for pests
and illegal dumping.

Residents have urged the
Greater Chennai Corporation
and local ward officials to take
immediate action by clearing
the garbage, removing or relo-
cating the tractors, and ensur-
ing regular monitoring to pre-
vent recurrence. They have
also called for stricter enforce-
ment against leaving vehicles
abandoned on public roads.

Residents claim that no
concrete steps have been taken
so far. With summer approach-
ing and fears of mosquito-
borne diseases rising, they
stress that swift action is neces-
sary to prevent the situation
from escalating into a public
health issue.
