A
S many as 21 can-
didates are in the 
fray for the As-
sembly elections 
in Maduravoyal 

constituency under whose 
jurisdiction several areas in 
Nolambur, Mogappair 
West Extension, Nerkun-
dram, Vanagaram and 
Ayappakkam fall.

Prominent among the 
candidates who are in the 
race is former Minister and 
former Deputy Mayor of  

Chennai P Benjamin of the 
AIADMK and the sitting 
DMK MLA K Ganapathy. 
The Tamilaga Vettri Ka-
zhagam founded by actor 
C Joseph Vijay has fielded 
Rhevanth Charan in the 
constituency, while the 
Naam Tamilar Katchi 
headed by Seeman, which 
is a recognised State party, 
has given the ticket to a 
woman L Revathi.

Among the candidates 
are as many as 12 Indepen-
dents including one named 

K Ganapathy, sharing the 
DMK MLA’s name and 
initial; and one S Benjamin 
Moses, sharing the first 
name of the former AIAD-
MK Minister.

The AIADMK’s Benja-
min is a resident of  S&P 
Gardens in Nolambur. On 
the other hand the sitting 
MLA Ganapathy is a resi-
dent of  Karambakkam in 
Porur.

Initially as many as 45 
candidates had filed their 
nominations in this con-

stituency. During scrutiny, 
the Returning Officer had 
rejected the nomination 
papers filed by as many as 
24 persons and accepted 
the papers of  21 persons.

Though it is a multi-
cornered contest, on the 
field it is likely to be a 
tough battle between the 
candidates of  the DMK, 
AIADMK and TVK. 
Among them Rhevanth 
Charan is a political new-
bie and resides in T Nagar.

Maduravoyal is a rela-
tively new constituency in 
the political map of  Tamil 
Nadu. The constituency 
had come into existence 
only in 2011 after the last 
delimitation exercise in 
which the boundaries of  
the constituencies were 
redrawn. In the very first 
election that the constitu-
ency faced, voters had 
elected G Bheem Rao of  

the Communist Party of  
India, who was then 
backed by the AIADMK-
led alliance.

In the subsequently 
held elections in 2016, 
Benjamin was elected 
from Maduravoyal and he 
went on to become a Min-
ister in the Cabinet headed 
by J Jayalalithaa holding 
the School Education 
Minister. Later following 
her death in December 

2016 and after Edappadi 
K Palaniswami took over 
as Chief  Minister in Feb-
ruary 2017, he was given 
the Rural Industries and 
MSME portfolios. In the 
last elections conducted in 
2021, Benjamin lost to 
Ganapathy.

This time who will 
emerge as victor shall be 
known on May 4 when the 
votes polled on April 23 
are counted.

Manidhanaeyam candidates

S many as 32 candidates

A 
35-year-old Nol-
ambur resident has 
been arrested by 
the Avadi Cyber 
Crime Wing for his 

alleged role in an online 
trading scam that defraud-
ed a Porur-based man of  
D53 lakh, police said.

According to officials, 
the complainant, Thanga-
pandi (40), a resident of  
Porur, was lured into the 
scheme after encountering 
an online trading adver-
tisement on WhatsApp. 
Believing it to be a legiti-
mate investment opportu-
nity, he transferred a total 
of  D53 lakh over a period 
of  time to multiple bank 
accounts shared by the 
fraudsters. After months 
passed without any returns 
or communication, he re-
alised he had been cheated 
and approached the police.

"Victims are often 
drawn in by promises of  
unusually high returns 
within a short period. 
These scams are designed 
to appear convincing, us-
ing professional-looking 
interfaces and constant 
communication to build 
trust," said a senior officer 
from the Cyber Crime 
Wing.

During the investiga-
tion, police identified the 
accused as Arul (35), a 
resident of  Nolambur. Of-
ficials revealed that Arul 
had opened a bank ac-
count in his wife's name 
and handed it over to in-
terstate cybercriminals in 
exchange for a commis-
sion. The account was 
then used to route funds 
collected from unsuspect-
ing victims across different

regions.
"Providing bank ac-

counts to unknown indi-
viduals or groups for fi-
nancial transactions is a 
serious offence. Even if  
someone claims igno-
rance, facilitating such 
activities makes them 
complicit in the crime," 
the officer added.

A special team led by 
the Inspector of  Avadi 
C y b e r  C r i m e  Wi n g 
tracked down the accused 
and arrested him. He was 
later produced before a 
magistrate and remanded 
to judicial custody.

Cybercrime officials 
have used the incident to 
reiterate the growing dan-
gers associated with un-
verified online trading 
platforms. "People must 
exercise extreme caution 
before investing money 
online. Always verify the 
authenticity of  the plat-
form, check for regulatory 

approvals, and avoid trans-
ferring funds to personal or 
unknown accounts," said 
another officer.

Experts also advise citi-
zens to be wary of  unsolic-
ited investment offers re-
ceived through messaging 
apps and social media plat-
forms. "If  an offer sounds 
too good to be true, it al-
most always is. Scammers 
exploit urgency and greed 
to push victims into making 
quick decisions without 

due diligence," the officer 
warned.

Residents have been 
urged to follow basic pre-
cautions such as conduct-
ing independent research, 
consulting financial advi-
sors, and using only trusted, 
regulated investment chan-
nels. Authorities have also 
encouraged victims of  cy-
ber fraud to report incidents 
promptly to improve the 
chances of  tracing the cul-
prits and recovering funds.

Amarkalam 
to return on 
big screen

R
ESIDENTS of  
M o g a p p a i r 
E a s t  h a v e 
flagged a seri-
ous safety haz-

ard on Ori Salai, where 
high-voltage electricity 
cables have been left 
exposed along a road-
side stretch, posing a 
potential risk to pedes-
trians and commuters.

The issue has come to 
light after locals noticed 
a cluster of  thick electri-
cal cables emerging 
from a damaged portion 
of  the pavement on Ori 
Salai. The cables appear 
loosely coiled, with 
parts of  them extending 
onto the edge of  the 
road. The surrounding 
area is in a state of  dis-
repair, with broken con-
crete, loose soil, and 
debris scattered around 
an open cavity from 
which the cables seem to 
protrude.

What has heightened 
concern among resi-
dents is the location of  
the exposed cables. Ori 
Salai is a frequently used 
road within the neigh-

bourhood, with regular movement of  
pedestrians, two-wheelers, and cars. 
The absence of  any warning signs, bar-
ricades, or protective covering has made 
the situation particularly dangerous.

"There is absolutely no indication 
that these are high-voltage lines. Chil-
dren play around here, and people walk 
past without realising the risk," said a 
resident, adding that the cables have 
been in this condition for several days.

The photographs from the site show 
that parts of  the cable insulation may 
be worn out, raising concerns about 
possible electrical leakage. In addition, 
the presence of  damp patches near the 
exposed section increases the risk of  
electrocution, especially during early 
mornings or after water stagnation.

Residents suspect that the condition 
may be the result of  recent digging 
work, possibly for utility maintenance 
or cable-laying, that was left incomplete. 
However, there has been no official 

clarification from either the electricity 
department or civic authorities regard-
ing the nature of  the work or why the 
cables have been left unattended.

Experts caution that exposed high-
voltage cables can be extremely hazard-
ous if  not properly secured and insu-
lated.  Apar t  from the r isk of  
electrocution, such situations could also 
lead to short circuits or fires, especially 
in densely populated residential areas.

Locals are now urging the Tamil 
Nadu Electricity Board and Greater 
Chennai Corporation to take urgent 
action to secure the cables, repair the 
damaged section, and restore the road 
surface.

TNEA application process to begin 
from 2nd week of May

HE application process for engineering admissions in 
Tamil Nadu will commence in the second week of  May, 
according to an announcement from the Tamil Nadu 
Engineering Admissions (TNEA) Committee.

For 2025-2026, Tamil Nadu had 11 government engi-
neering colleges, 3 government-aided engineering colleges, 4 
constituent colleges of  Anna University, and 16 university col-
leges under Anna University. Additionally, the State had 89 
autonomous engineering colleges and 368 self-financing engi-
neering colleges. Admissions to BE, BTech, and BArch pro-
grammes across these institutions are conducted through a single-
window counselling system managed by the TNEA Committee.

Meanwhile, the Class 12 (state board) public exam answer 
sheet evaluation is in progress. The results are expected to be 
declared on May 8.

TN tops Class 10 CBSE examIN the Class 10 CBSE 
results announced for 
2025-26 academic year 
on Wednesday, Tamil 
Nadu secured the top 
place with a pass percent-
age of  99.92. Last year, it 
was 99.86%. In TN, more 
than 1.11 lakh students 
appeared for the exams at 
1,904 centres.

The Chennai region 
(comprising Andhra

regions in the country.
