With former Minister in 
the fray, Anna Nagar 
set for a keen contest

T
HE Anna Nagar 
Assembly constitu-
ency is poised for a 
high-stakes elec-
toral battle this sea-

son, with former Minister 
Gokula Indira entering the 
fray as the All India Anna 

Dravida Munnetra Ka-
zhagam (AIADMK) can-
didate. She faces a strong 
challenge from N Chitr-
arasu of the Dravida Mun-
netra Kazhagam (DMK), 
a prominent figure within 
the party's Chennai unit.

Gokula Indira is no 

stranger to the constituency, 
having represented Anna 
Nagar after winning the 
2011 Assembly election. 
However, she was defeated 
in 2016 by DMK’s M K 
Mohan, who retained the 
seat again in the 2021 elec-
tion, consolidating the par-
ty's hold over the urban 
constituency. Her re-entry 
into the electoral arena has 
set the stage for a closely 
watched contest.

Adding a new dimen-
sion to the race is actor-
turned-politician C Joseph 
Vijay's fledgling party, the 
Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam 
(TVK), which has fielded 
V.K. Ramkumar as its can-
didate. Meanwhile, See-
man's Naam Tamilar Kat-
chi (NTK) has nominated 
C. Shankar, making it a 
four-cornered contest in 
one of  Chennai's key con-
stituencies.

ANNA Nagar constitu-
ency spans several promi-
nent localities including 
Anna Nagar, Kilpauk, 
Aminjikarai, ICF South 
Colony, and parts of  Ar-
umbakkam and West 
Choolaimedu. Key arte-

rial roads such as New 
Avadi Road, Nelson Man-
ickam Road, E V R Peri-
yar Salai (Poonamallee 
High Road), and Jawaha-
rlal Nehru Salai (100-feet 
Road) fall within its lim-
its, underlining its urban 
and strategic significance.

Despite its prominence, 
voter turnout in the con-
stituency has historically 
fluctuated. In the 2001 
Assembly election, turn-
out dropped to a low of  
42.59%, among the lowest 
recorded in the city. This 

trend has raised concerns 
among election observers 
about voter engagement 
in urban pockets.

Another crucial factor 
in the upcoming election 
is the impact of  the Spe-
cial Intensive Revision 
(SIR) of  electoral rolls. 
The exercise has led to a 
significant reduction in 
the electorate, with nearly 
35% of  voters reportedly 
removed from the rolls in 
this constituency. The 
reasons and implications 
of  this decline are ex-

pected to influence both 
campaign strategies and 
voter mobilisation efforts.

With multiple candi-
dates, shifting voter dy-
namics, and a reduced 
electorate, Anna Nagar is 
set to witness a tightly 
contested battle. Whether 
voters will turn out in 
large numbers remains a  
key question. All eyes will 
be on polling day, sched-
uled for April 23, to see 
how the contest unfolds in 
this crucial Chennai con-
stituency.

A 
row of large orna-
mental planters 
p l a c e d  a l o n g  
t h e  k e r b  o n 
Seethakathi Salai 

in Mogappair East has 
begun to significantly en-
croach on the usable road 
space, triggering concerns 
among motorists and local 
residents about safety and 
traffic flow.

The planters, filled with 
shrubs and f lowering 
plants, have been posi-
tioned intermittently along 
the edge of  the carriage-
way, effectively narrowing 
the lane available for ve-
hicles. While intended to 
add greenery and aes-
thetic value to the neigh-
bourhood, their placement 
has reduced manoeuvring 
space on what is otherwise 
a busy urban stretch.

Two-wheelers,  au-
torickshaws and cars are 
frequently seen veering 
closer to the centre of  the 
road to avoid the planters, 
especially during peak 
hours. This has led to mi-
nor bottlenecks and raised 
the risk of  side-swipes and 
near misses, residents said.

"The idea of  beautify-
ing the street is welcome, 
but not at the cost of  road 
safety," said a resident of  
Mogappair East who uses 
the stretch daily. "At cer-
tain points, especially 
when vehicles are parked 
on the opposite side, there 
is barely enough room for 
two vehicles to pass com-
fortably."

Visuals from the site 
show multiple planters 
placed in a line along the 
kerb, some surrounded by 
loose soil, debris and dried 

vegetation. In a few spots, 
maintenance appears to be 
lacking, with overgrown 
plants spilling outwards 
and further reducing the 
effective width of the road.

Motorists pointed out 
that the stretch already 
experiences moderate traf-
fic, including commercial 
vehicles and share autos. 
The additional narrowing 
caused by the planters 

forces drivers to slow 
down abruptly or swerve, 
increasing the chances of  
accidents.

"There is also the issue 
of  visibility," said an au-
torickshaw driver. "When 
you are trying to overtake 
or make way for oncoming 
traffic, these planters sud-
denly appear close to your 
vehicle. At night, it can be 
even more dangerous if  
they are not clearly visi-
ble."

Civic activists have 
called for a review of  the 
placement, suggesting that 
greenery initiatives should 
be implemented without 
compromising pedestrian 
and vehicular safety. "Ur-
ban greening is important, 
b u t  i t  mu s t  f o l l ow  
proper planning norms. 
Planters should ideally be 
placed within designated 

spaces, not on active car-
riageways," an activist 
said.

When contacted, a 
Greater Chennai Corpora-
tion official said the issue 
would be looked into.

For now, commuters 
navigating Seethakathi 
Salai continue to exercise 
caution, as a well-inten-
tioned beautification effort 
risks turning into a daily 
hazard on the road.

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THE road transport min-
istry on Thursday notified 
that no cash transactions 
for toll payments will be 
allowed from April 10, 
aiming to reduce queuing 
of  vehicles at toll gates, 
often a major irritant for 
commuters.

In a move to eliminate 
the practice of  commuters 
flashing identity cards at 
toll booths seeking user fee 
exemptions on NHs and 
expressways, the road 
transport ministry has 
reached out to government 

entities and offices to ei-
ther get “Exempted FAST-
ags” for those who fall 
under the exemption cat-
egory or buy a FASTag 
annual pass. Annual pass 
for private cars costs Rs 
3,075 and allows crossing 
of  200 toll plazas.

This move is expected 
to put an end to alterca-
tions at toll plazas.

As per the notification, 
in case a vehicle doesn't 
have a valid FASTag, the 
driver or vehicle owner can 
pay the toll charge through 
UPI, which will be 1.25 
times the normal user fee. 
If  they don’t opt to pay the 
fee through UPI, such a 
vehicle will be dealt with 
as per Rule 14 of  NH Fee 
Rules, which provides for 
denying entry or removing 
the vehicle from the NH 
section.

The highway authority 
can also issue an e-notice 
for a pending toll charge, 
and failure to make the 
payment within three days 
will attract double the 
charge.

T
HE service disrup-
tions will continue at 
Egmore railway sta-
tion with a six-hour 
line and power block 

being enforced between 11 
p.m and 5 a.m till April 7, 
affecting late-night and ear-
ly-morning services.

These changes mean that 
several services will be 
short-terminated at Tam-
baram, requiring passengers 
to plan travel accordingly 
during the block period.

J
AVOKHIR Sindarov 
is on a song. The 
Uzbek No.2 posted 
his third straight vic-
tory, outclassing top 

seed Hikaru Nakamura in 
the fifth round of  the Open 
section of  the Candidates 
in Pegeia, Cyprus on Fri-
day. The 20-year-old main-
tained his one-point lead 
(4.5) with nine rounds still 
remaining. Fabiano Carua-
na, who is Sindarov's clos-
est pursuer, inflicted Math-
ias Bluebaum's first loss in 
the tournament to stay in 
second spot, scoring 3.5 
points. R Praggnanandhaa 
shares the third spot with 
Anish Giri (2.5).

Sindarov has been one 
of the best players in the last 
year. It has been the best-
ever score in the Candidates 
in the first five rounds. He 
has also defeated former 
Candidates winner Carua-
na, Praggnanandhaa and 
Andrei Esipenko, gaining 
20.1 rating points. Sindarov 
has jumped to world No.5 
in the live ratings (2765.1). 
If  Sindarov continues his 

good form, it will be hard 
to stop him.

Former World champi-
on Garry Kasparov had this 
to say on Sindarov's Candi-
dates performance on X: 
"Incredible result so far! Do 
not underestimate the boost 
that confidence plays after 
a strong start. You trust 
your instincts more, a posi-
tive cycle of  intuition and 
performance. Meanwhile, 
your opponents doubt 
themselves against you."

Pragg started the tourna-
ment on a positive note, 
outwitting Dutch No.1 An-
ish Giri. He suffered a set-
back in the third round, 
going down to the tourna-
ment leader in a compli-
cated game. Avoiding loss-
es and winning games will 
be crucial for Pragg to stay 
in the hunt for the title.

Anna Muzychuk, Kat-
eryna Lagno and Zhu Jiner 
(all 3/5) were in joint lead 
after the fifth round of  
Women's Candidates, 
which is simultaneously 
taking place at the same 
venue. India's Vaishali Ra-
meshbabu and Divya 

Deshmukh occupy the 
sixth spot with Tan Zhon-
gyi (all 2). Vaishali and 
Divya lost to top seed Zhu 
Jiner. Vaishali and Divya 
will be looking to bounce 
back with a win in the sixth 
round.

Pranav Triumphs

Pranav Venkatesh, 
who won the Open 
section of  World 
Junior in 2025, tri-
umphed at the Ka-
zChess Masters 
comprehensively in 
Shymkent,  Ka-
zakhstan. Remain-
ing undefeated, the 
Indian sealed the crown 
with a +6 score (7.5/9, six 
wins and three draws). 
Gaining 16.8 rating points, 
the 19-year-old had a per-
formance rating of  2795, 
which were the other high-
lights of his successful cam-
paign in the closed 10-play-
er round-robin tournament. 
Shamsiddin Vokhidov of  
Uzbekistan (6) came sec-
ond. Hungarian Benjamin 

Gledura and Jose Eduardo 
Martinez Alcantara of  
Mexico (both 5) shared the 
third spot.

Five-time World cham-
pion Magnus Carlsen called 
him 'Buddy Pranav' after 
the Chennaiite played a big 
part in Offerspill's World 
Club Cup victory in 2023. 
Pranav posted important 
victories over Jorden van 

Foreest and Grigory 
Oparin, which was 
crucial in the club's 
s tunning victor y. 
Carlsen played the top 
board for the team 
a n d  a p p r e c i a t e d 
Pranav's fantastic 
show.

Pranav also bene-
fited from competing in a 
lot of  online blitz tourna-
ments. Being one of  the 
best blitz players, he is 
ranked world No.52 in clas-
sical format with a rating of  
2652.

Winning the Chennai 
GM Challengers in 2024 
was one of  the high points 
in his chess career.

Good opening prepara-
tion, tactical acumen, revel-

ling in dynamic positions is 
what makes him one of  the 
best players in the world.

Tabatabaei  
Unstoppable
Amin Tabatabaei was sim-
ply unstoppable en route to 
winning the Reykjavik 
Open in the Icelandic capi-
tal of  Reykjavik. He had a 
Caruanaesque start, win-
ning seven straight games 
before clinching the title 
with two draws. The Irani-
an No.2 scored 8 points in 
nine rounds to outdistance 
his nearest rival by half  a 
point. Having a rating gain 
of  14.3 points, Tabatabaei 
jumped to world No.28 
with a rating of  2713.8. He 
also had a performance 
rating of  2849!

Zhou Jianchao of  USA 
(7.5) took the second spot, 
followed by former World 
Rapid champion Vasyl Iv-
anchuk (7) in third spot. 
Former Reykjavik Open 
winner Abhijeet Gupta (7) 
was India's best performer, 
finishing eighth.

D1.22 crore seized in Mogappair 
ahead of Assembly polls

I
N a significant seizure 
ahead of  the upcom-
ing Assembly elec-
tions, officials of  the 
Election Commission 

of  India confiscated D1.22 
crore in unaccounted cash 
from a youth in the 
Mogappair neighbour-
hood last week.

The seizure comes as 
polling in Tamil Nadu is 
scheduled for April 23, 
with authorities intensify-
ing surveillance to curb the 
movement of  illicit cash 
suspected to be intended 
for voter inducement.

According to officials, a 
Static Surveillance Team 
(SST) deployed by the 
Election Commission was 
on patrol in the Mogappair 
area when they noticed a 
youth carrying a large bag 
near Golden Colony. On 
spotting the police, the 
individual allegedly aban-
doned the bag and at-
tempted to flee. He was, 
however, swiftly appre-
hended by the team.

"Upon inspection, the 
bag was found to contain 
D1.22 crore in cash. The 
individual could not pro-
vide any valid documents 
accounting for the mon-

ey," a senior election offi-
cial said. "The amount has 
been seized in accordance 
with Election Commis-
sion guidelines, and fur-
ther investigation is under 
way."

Officials said the sei-
zure is part of  a broader 
effort by the Commission 
to ensure free and fair elec-
tions by cracking down on 
the distribution of  cash 
and other inducements to 
voters. Flying squads and 
surveillance teams have 
been deployed across sen-
sitive locations, with a 
particular focus on urban 
pockets where large cash 

movements are harder to 
track.

A police officer associ-
ated with the operation 
said the youth is currently 
being questioned to ascer-
tain the source and in-
tended use of  the money. 
"We are trying to deter-
mine whether the cash was 
meant for distribution dur-
ing the election. We are 
also probing possible links 
to political functionaries 
or intermediaries," the of-
ficer added.

A resident of  Mogap-
pair noted that the height-
ened vigilance by authori-
ties was reassuring. "At 
least now we know that 
strict checks are in place. 
It gives some confidence 
that attempts to influence 
voters will be monitored," 
he said.

Election officials reiter-
ated that any movement of  
large sums of cash without 
proper documentation 
would invite strict action. 
"We urge the public to 
cooperate and report any 
suspicious activity," the 
official said.

The seizure is the larg-
est reported in the Mogap-
pair neighbourhood in re-
cent times.

TOLL fee hikes at 68 
plazas across Tamil 
Nadu came into effect 
on Wednesday, with 
charges increased from 
3-5% on both National 
and State Highways. The 
revision applies to 60 toll 
plazas on National 
Highways and 8 on State 
Highways.

The increase ranges 
from Rs 5 to Rs 40, and 
is expected to have a 
bearing on transport 
costs and prices of  es-
sential commodities.

The hike has also been 
implemented in the sub-
urban areas of  Chennai, 
including Paranur, Vana-

garam, Athur, Surapattu, 
Nallur and Patteri Pe-
rumbudur, apart from 
other locations such as 
Kappalur, Samayapuram 
and Nanguneri.

TN has 77 toll plazas 
on NHs, of  which charg-
es have now been revised 
at 60. The toll fees at the 
remaining 17 plazas will 
be increased from Sep-
tember 1.

At the Paranur toll 
plaza in Chengalpattu, 
the fee for cars remains 
unchanged at Rs 75. 
However, charges for 
other categories have in-
creased. For light motor 
vehicles, from Rs 115 to 

Toll fees hiked at 68 plazas across State
Rs 120, while buses and 
trucks will now pay Rs 250 
instead of  Rs 245.

Similarly, the fee for three-
axle vehicles has been in-
creased from Rs 270 to Rs 
275. It is said that the annual 
revision is part of  the stan-
dard toll adjustment process.
