Meanwhile, every year, the
School Education department
reviews the weather conditions
before reopening the schools after
summer vacation.

There have been instances of
the reopening dates being
postponed due to temperature
levels.

Power outage in Nerkundram MLA visits TNEB office

esidents of
Nerkundram
heaved a sigh of
relief after elec-
tricity supply was

restored in the locality fol-

lowing night-time power
outages, prompting inter-
vention by Maduravoyal

MLA Rhevanth Charan.

The outages, which re-
portedly affected several
residential pockets in

Nerkundram, had caused

inconvenience to families,

senior citizens and stu-
dents, particularly during
the late evening and night
hours amid warm and hu-
mid weather conditions.

Residents said the interrup-
tions had become frequent
enough to trigger com-
plaints to the Tamil Nadu
Electricity Board (TNEB).

Following the com-
plaints, the MLA visited
the local TNEB office and
held discussions with offi-
cials regarding the recur-
ring disruptions. Accord-
ing to officials, the issue
was caused by a jumper
fault that occurred after a
tree fall damaged power
infrastructure in the area.
The fault has since been
rectified and power supply
restored.

In a statement shared on
social media, Rhevanth

Charan said he had person-
ally reviewed the situation
to ensure immediate cor-

rective measures. "The
well-being and conve-
nience of the public remain
my top priority. I have in-
structed the concerned of-
ficials to ensure uninter-
rupted power supply and
prevent such inconvenienc-
es in the future," he said,

adding that he would con-
tinue to monitor the situa-
tion closely. Residents wel-
comed the swift response
from the MLA and elec-
tricity board officials, while
also expressing hope that
long-term measures would
be taken to prevent similar
disruptions.

"We hope there would
not be frequent outages in

the future. Power cuts at
night are extremely diffi-
cult, especially for elderly
residents and children,"
said R. Suresh, a resident
of Nerkundram.

Another resident,
Meera Ananthan, said it
was encouraging to see the
newly elected MLA re-
spond directly to civic com-
plaints. "It is good to see
the newly elected MLA
respond quickly, but we
hope such receptiveness
would continue beyond the
initial honeymoon period.
People expect sustained
engagement with local is-
sues," she said.

Some residents pointed

out that tree falls and infra-
structure-related faults
tend to recur during peri-
ods of strong winds, and
urged the electricity board
to undertake preventive
maintenance, including
trimming of branches near
overhead lines and upgrad-
ing ageing equipment. Of-
ficials assured residents
that steps would be taken
to minimise such incidents
in the future. Local resi-
dents said they were hope-
ful that the latest interven-
tion would lead to faster
grievance redressal and
better coordination be-
tween civic authorities and
the electricity department.

The Greater Chennai

Corporation (GCC) has
intensified its action
against violations of con-
struction and cleanliness
regulations, imposing a
fine of 25,000 on a con-
struction firm in Ambattur
for failing to adhere to
prescribed safety and sani-
tation guidelines.

According to officials,
the action was taken in
Ward 82 under the Ambat-
tur zone, specifically on
Sanjay Gandhi Street,
where authorities found
that a construction com-
pany had allegedly failed to
follow mandatory clean
and safe construction prac-
tices laid down by the civic
body.

Corporation officials
said inspections revealed
improper handling of con-
struction materials and
debris, besides non-compli-
ance with civic guidelines
intended to ensure public
safety and environmental
hygiene in residential
neighbourhoods. Follow-
ing the inspection, officials
issued a penalty notice and

collected the fine amount
on the spot through digital
payment.

Photographs released by
the Corporation showed
officials interacting with
representatives at the site
and collecting the penalty
amount. A receipt issued
by the civic body indicated
that the fine was levied
under the category of vio-
lation of clean and safe
construction guidelines.

Residents in the locality
welcomed the civic body's
action and said strict en-
forcement was necessary as
several interior roads in
fast-growing neighbour-
hoods witnessed un-
checked dumping of debris
and unsafe construction
practices.

"Many residential
streets become dusty and
difficult to use because of
careless handling of con-
struction waste. It is good
that the Corporation has
started taking visible ac-
tion," said a resident of the
area.

Another resident noted
that such measures should
continue consistently and

not remain limited to iso-
lated inspections. "Builders
and contractors often ig-
nore basic safety practices,
especially in smaller streets.
Continuous monitoring
alone will bring discipline,"
the resident said.

Officials said the civic
body has been conducting
inspections across multiple
